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  International Order of DeMolay

The International Order of DeMolay is a Masonic Youth Services organization named after Jacques DeMolay, the last Grand Mas​ter of the Knights Templar, the crusader who was betrayed by Philip the Fair and burned at the stake in front of Notre Dame Cathedral on March 18, 1314. The story and the name caught the imagination of the 31 original boys that started DeMolay. Here was heroism. Here was a great example of loyalty, of courage. Here was a theme from knighthood and chivalry, at its best, and the name of a martyr to fidelity and toleration.

Under the leadership of Frank S. Land, March 24, 1919 was the day in history that launched the Order of DeMolay. During the next few years, however, the date of March 18, the date in the past that had witnessed the death of Jacques DeMolay, came to be more frequently used.
In the thirties, Frank Land was asked in a radio interview how DeMolay differed from other youth organizations. He instantly replied, "It has a ritual." His answer so quietly and quickly given is still the inherent quality of the Order of DeMolay. It has pageantry and beauty. It affords the opportunity for participation in dramatic por​trayal of heroic personalities. The degrees carry a challenge for every boy to grow into a better man and a better citizen. The teachings of virtues proven true in all generations become vital to each young man as he solemnly pledges himself to be faithful to those ideals by the token words: "I do so promise and vow."

Those vows are to the seven cardinal virtues which are for:
Filial Love (Love of Parents) 

Reverence for Sacred Things (Respect for things you feel are important, or for things others feel are important.) 

Courtesy 

Comradeship (Friendship) 

Fidelity (Being true to your friends and beliefs) 

Cleanliness 

Patriotism 
Each meeting is opened with the pledge of Allegiance to the flag of our country, followed by a prayer of thanks and for strength to live a good life following the seven cardinal virtues.  If a meeting is open at 9:00 pm it is stopped and a prayer for Motherhood is given.  The meeting is also closed with a prayer.
Each six months, at least one each of the following are required of a Chapter:

Social Service: (Visit a hospital, hospice, food for the poor, etc.)
Civic Service: (Clean a road side, campground or beach, disaster relief, etc.)
Masonic Service: (Help on a Masonic project, Shrine Hospital, etc.)
Fund Raising Project

Observance of Obligatory Day: (Founders Day, Veterans Day, national Holiday)
DeMolay is for young men from ages 12 to 20 years.

The International Order of DeMolay is truly an international organization with Chapters in Canada, Brazil, Germany, Italy, Japan, and many, many more.  When a DeMolay travels in the United States or in other countries he is accepted as a true Brother by DeMolays around the United States and the world.

The first meeting of the month is casual (slacks and a collared shirt) and the second meeting is formal (slacks, street shoes, shirt, tie and sport coat or suit).
